You use your own interface and integrate 
with our API to get ready to print labels – in the format you require (PDF, PNG, ZPL etc). Commonly 
used by Magento and other e-commerce platforms.

4. Self-service tool 
With a Consignor solution you can easily print customer return labels from Self-service Tool.
